Your use of the Copyrighted Work also violates University policy regarding the use of course materials [hyperlink to UC Systemwide policy http://www.universityofcalifornia.edu/copyright/systemwide/pocmdiii.html and campus policy http://campuspol.chance.berkeley.edu/policies/coursenotes.pdf].   As you may know, violation of Federal law and University policy constitute conduct that may subject a student to discipline pursuant to the Berkeley Campus Code of Student Conduct.

I demand that you immediately cease and desist all use of the Copyrighted Work, including but not limited to deleting the Copyrighted Work in its entirety from [insert website address or other location] within ten days of the date of this letter.    
I will take all necessary steps to protect my copyrights, intellectual property, and reputation.
